Ox -4 (H)

2009, 1997, 1985, 1973, 1961

The ox or cow represents hard work and diligence in the Chinese zodiac. People
born in the Year of the Ox are said to be determined and honest, if a little stubborn!

This eye-catching sculpture by the contemporary Korean artist Yong Meon Kang
pays homage to the ox's wisdom, as well as the hard work and sacrifices he makes
for mankind. Here the ox's entire body is created with symbols of human culture -
like airplanes and cars.
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Rabbit - & (01)

2011, 1999, 1987, 1975, 1963

Each zodiac animal has a series of different lucky symbols, colors and numbers.
For example, the rabbit's lucky dates are the 26th, 27th and 29th of every Chinese
lunar month; their lucky flowers are plantain lily, and jasmine; and their lucky colors
are red, pink, purple, blue!

Within the zodiac, the rabbit is said to represent elegance and alertness, both of
which can be seen in this very elegant incense box featuring an alert-looking rabbit,
dating from the mid 17th century.
