Sunday Reflection: Third Sunday of Easter Readings for Next Sunday,

Why was it difficult for the disciples to recognize the Risen Lord (Luke 24:13-35)? Sl A

Jesus' death scattered his disciples and shattered their hopes and dreams. They ?cl;c:tze:rlg'32’03b6-_2451
had hoped that he was the one to redeem Israel. They saw the cross as defeat and John 10:1-10

could not comprehend the empty tomb until the Lord Jesus appeared to them and

gave them understanding. Jesus chided the disciples on the road to Emmaus for their

slowness of heart to believe what the Scriptures had said concerning the Messiah. They did not recognize

the Risen Jesus until he had broken bread with them.

How often do we fail to recognize the Lord when he speaks to our hearts and opens his mind to us? The
Risen Lord is ever ready to speak his word to us and to give us understanding of his ways. Do we listen
attentively to the Word of God and allow his word to change and transform us? Do we recognize the Lord
in his Word and in the breaking of the bread? Let us pray: Lord Jesus Christ, open the eyes of my heart to
recognize your presence with me and to understand the truth of your saving word. Nourish me with your
life-giving word and with the bread of life.

St. Catherine of Siena was born in Siena, Italy on March 25, 1347. She was the 25th child born
to her mother, although half of her brothers and sisters did not survive childhood. She grew
up as an intelligent, cheerful, and intensely religious person. She disappointed her parents by
cutting off her hair in protest to being encouraged to improve her appearance to attract a
husband. They relented and she was given a room of her own for prayer and meditations.

She entered the Dominican Third Order at age 18 and spent the next three years in seclusion,
prayer, and austerity. Something changed her when she was 21. She described an experience
she referred to as her "mystical marriage to Christ." There are debates over whether or not St.
Catherine was given a ring, and she often claimed that it was invisible. In her vision, she was Feast Day: April 29
told to reenter public life and to help the poor and sick. She immediately rejoined her family

and went into public to help people in need.

Catherine allegedly was given the stigmata, but like her ring, it was visible only to her. She established a
monastery for women, and is credited with composing over 400 letters, her Dialogue. These works were so
influential that she would later be declared a Doctor of the Church.

At age 33 Catherine became ill, possibly because of her habit of extreme fasting. Her iliness accelerated, leading
to a stroke and death a week later on April 29 which is now her feast day. St. Catherine is the patron saint of
Italy, fire prevention and miscarriages.
